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During her talk, Emma will share her personal journey of surviving the war 
in Bosnia, navigating the criminal justice system as homicide survivor, and 
overcoming the challenges of living with Crohn’s disease. Her story reflects 
resilience, the strength to persevere through adversity, and the power of 
transforming hardship into a tool for helping others.
