) How do I become and remain eligible? 
▧ Take SDV 108 within your first 2 semesters at DMACC 

▧ Be enrolled at least half-time (6 credit hours) 

▧ Have your child enrolled and attending at least 6 hours per day or 30 hours 

per week (if full-time tuition is provided by CCAMPIS) 

▧ Provide a written report if any changes in the information provided on your 

application change within 5 days of the changes 

▧ Maintain a 2.0 GPA 

▧ Attend CCAMPIS parenting workshops 

▧ Participate in CCAMPIS surveys each semester
