1.07 TIME OF COMPLETION

A. Successful bidders shall begin the Work on receipt of the Notice to Proceed and deliver
materials for this scope of no later than December 15, 2025.

1.08 BIDDER'S REQUIREMENTS AND BASIS OF BIDS

A. All bidders must be prequalified by the Construction Manager through the Statement of
Qualifications submission and evaluation process that preceded the bidding effort.
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B. Bidders must be properly licensed under the laws governing their respective trades and be able
to obtain insurance required for the Work. Insurance in a form acceptable to Construction
Manager will be required of the successful Bidder.

C. In accordance with Department of Labor Rules, 875 IAC 156.2, the Construction Manager
requests a statement from each bidder regarding the bidder's resident status. This statement shall
be on the Bidder Status Form designated by the labor commissioner. Failure by any bidder to
provide a completed statement with its bid may result in the Construction Manager rejecting the
bid as non-responsive.

D. No Bidder may withdraw their bid within 60 days after opening of bids. The Construction
Manager reserves the right to reject any or all bids, re-advertise for new bids, and to waive
informalities that may be in the best interest of the project.

E. Monthly estimates will be paid to the Contractor as the work progresses in amounts equal to
ninety- seven percent (97%) of the Contract value of the work completed during the preceding
calendar month, including the actual cost (exclusive of overhead or profit to the Contractor) of
materials and equipment of a permanent nature to be incorporated in the work and delivered to
and stored at the job site. Such monthly payments shall in no way be construed as an act of
acceptance for any part of the work, partially or totally completed. Final payment of the three
percent (3%) due each Contractor will be made upon final acceptance of the work under the
respective Contract by the City, and after receipt of satisfactory evidence that all claims
pertaining to such Contract have been paid in full as provided in the Contract Document for said
work.

1.09 NOTIFICATION

A. The work under the Contract shall be commenced on or before a date to be specified in the
Contract or written Notice to Proceed of the Construction Manager and shall achieve
Substantial Completion as outlined in 1.07 of this section.

B. By virtue of statutory authority, a preference will be given to products and provisions grown
and coal produced within the State of lowa and to Iowa Domestic Labor.

C. All bids will be governed by applicable provisions in the lowa Code and City Policies.
